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Did you know that as of January, 2010 more than 105,000 people in the U.S. were waiting for a life-saving organ transplant?  On average, 78 people in the U.S. receive a life-saving organ transplant each day. But more than 100 will die next week, and every week this year, because there are not enough organs available for transplant.

Recently, I joined with more than 11, 000 workplaces and committed [Insert Company Name]’s efforts to a national campaign called Give 5 – Save Lives. The goal is straightforward: to increase the number of people who sign-up to be organ and tissue donors on state organ donor registries.
